Title:


Monet’s Water Lilies 





Grade:


 K/1





Materials:


Monet and Impressionism references, Paper, Watercolor paint, Crayons 
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Student Learning Objectives:





Students will become familiar with some major works by Claude Monet, the artist most associated with Impressionism, particularly his series “Water Lilies.” Students will also work on creative and descriptive language skills to describe the scene where their painting takes place.

Steps:


Watch Katy and the Waterlily Pond youtube read aloud.


Look closely at the paintings in the attached gallery, both Monet and student versions. Make some observations together


Begin drawing “smile” shape lines all around your paper, make at least 5.  Then top the “smiles” with a zig zag line to complete the shape of the flower.


Make semi-circles around the bottom of each flower to form the lily pad.


Make a small circle in the center of each flower with an antennae shape coming up and out to form the center of each blossom


Use shades of yellow and pink crayons to color in each flower, shades of green for the lily pads.  


Use white crayon to draw semi-circles and arches around the base of each lily pad to show the ripples and movement in the water.  The white lines will show up once you watercolor over them with blue paint.  This is called a resist technique.


Use blue water color paint to fill in the water, watch how your white lines now become visible.


Use green water color paint to show tree reflections around edge of pond.


Brainstorm ideas about what may be happening in or around your painting.  What’s happening at the pond? Smells? Sounds? Feelings? Temperature? Are there any animals?  


Record what your child tells you as a caption for the bottom of the painting.
